In the past year, WCSH6 has increased awareness of  Ingraham in our commu-
nity through its coverage of  Project Fuel during the bitterly cold months last winter
and also through its extensive coverage of  Spring Thing, Ingraham’s annual fundraiser
at which WCSH6 news anchor, Cindy Williams has served as Celebrity Emcee for the
past two years.  WCSH6 later aired the inspiring story of  Alex Myhaver, author of
The Housing Source, a housing toolkit developed in partnership by Amistad and
Ingraham for people living with long-term illness and other disabilities.
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LEADERSHIP

In April we established an Employee Assistance Program (EAP), an employer–funded
counseling and support program.  Our EAP is in partnership with Healey & Associates
and is available to organizations and companies across the state of  Maine.

In June Ingraham launched an Outpatient Services Department.  The program
offers psychiatry services including psychiatric evaluations, medication management, and
counseling. 

In partnership with the United Ways of  Maine, Ingraham continues to be committed to
the establishment of 2-1-1 Maine.  Soon, dialing 2-1-1 will facilitate easy access to human
services throughout the state.  Calls will be free of  charge and enable anyone to reach vital
community services 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

In spite of  the severe shortages of  psychiatrists in the State and throughout the country,
Ingraham has hired three new psychiatrists.  The addition of  these highly qualified
doctors has enabled us to set new standards of  excellent care.
